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In the revised EYFS Statutory Framework 2021, there is a strengthened emphasis on children,
families, and community.

The help that parents give their children at home can significantly impact their learning, and
effective parental collaboration in a child’s education sets the child up to excel in their early years
and beyond.

Encouraging parents to talk, chat, play and read more with their children is crucial, even though it
is not always easy. Practitioners can play a crucial part in supporting parents in this.
